Hide and Seek

With this guide, you can plan and lead
a one-hour workshop using Scratch.
Participants will make a hide-and-seek
game with characters that appear and
disappear.
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Workshop Overview

Here’s a suggested agenda for a
one-hour workshop:
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IMAGINE
10 minutes
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CREATE
40 minutes
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SHARE
10 minutes
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First, gather as a group to
introduce the theme and
spark ideas.

Next, help participants as they
make hide-and-seek games,
working at their own pace.

At the end of the session,
gather together to share
and reflect.

Warm-up Activity: Guessing Game

Arrange for participants to play a guessing game. Give each
pair of participants three paper cups and have them choose a
small object to hide. In each pair, one person hides the object
under one of the cups and moves them around. The first person
guesses which cup has the object underneath. Then switch.

What’s Next?

Import a photograph of your room, school,
or neighborhood. Create a new sprite from a
drawing or photo to find in that place.
